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Here is a report of nultiple oddities about System 6.0.3 when used on a 68020
Maci ntosh Il with two nonitors and Miulti Finder. |If you display source or work
on the second screen, several applications (including M5 QuickBASIC 1.0, MacDraw
1.9.6, Capilano's DesignWrks 1.11, and MPW2.0.2 and 3.0) hang the nmachi ne when
saving or quitting. Note that the save operation is NOT conpleted before the
crash.

Al so, mounting a new vol ume when the [ ast active w ndow was on the secondary
noni t or occasional ly causes an unusually |long nount tine, on the order of
several mnutes. (This may be due to a difficulty with building the desktop
file). The system al so hangs at shutdown, but only follow ng directory changes
(as when you nove a file fromone folder to another).

Admittedly, there were several (four or five) standard INITs in the System
Fol ders on both the machi nes where the problenms occurred. These are probably
not a factor, because the problemwent away i medi ately after reinstalling
System 6. 0.2. Because these were true work sessions, not debuggi ng sessions,
t he sequence of operations that nay have caused the difficulties is uncertain.
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Appl e Tech Conm has run and continues to run Macintosh Ils with rmultiple

noni tors under System 6.0.3 wi thout experiencing the problenms you reported. W
have been running simlar software and using it in sinmlar fashions. This nakes
us suspect that there was sone difference between your system configurations and
ours.

If there was a problemwi th corrupted system software, renoving and reinstalling
the System and Finder would definitely have resolved the issue. It is possible
for problens of this nature to mani fest thensel ves on Macintosh Ils and not on
Maci ntosh 11 x or Macintosh Ilcx systens.

Al t hough you stated that the INITs you were using are fairly standard INITs, we
have seen problens caused by INITs, which you woul d not suspect as being the
culprits. It is possible that one of these INITs does not work properly with
System 6. 0.3 and that was the root of the problem



Unl ess you have an Apple SuperDrive (formerly Apple FDHD) upgrade in your
Maci ntosh 11, there is no reason to be running System 6.0. 3--System 6.0.2 has
the sane functionality.
